Marshall Prime Contractor Supplier Council (MPCSC) 
Membership Criteria

A.  Company Membership:
1. Be other than a small business  as defined by the SBA, under the appropriate MSFC principal NAICS codes as listed on the MSFC website, and,

2. Currently is or has been a NASA large business Prime Contractor, or anticipates pursuing a NASA open competition contract , and,

3. Has an interest in the MSFC mission, and,

4. Exhibits a demonstrated interest or experience in subcontracting with small businesses or has an established small business program.


Note:  Any MPCSC member companies, NOT meeting the above criteria at the time of adoption of this policy, will remain a member of the MPCSC.




B  Company Representation
1. Company representative(s) must meet the following criteria: 
a. Be either a Small Business Liaison Officer or be assigned the functions and/or duties of an SBLO, or
b. Is the Member Company’s designated primary or alternate POC in small business matters. 

2. Each company segment should have a primary and a secondary member.

3. No company segment shall have more than two representatives. The MSCSC Chair will be notified by e-mail of any substitutions, in the event the primary or secondary member are unable to attend an MPCSC meeting or event and a substitute is being sent. 

4. In addition, should a member company wish to request additional representation at a meeting, the company shall notify the MPCSC Chair by e-mail of the need and rationale for the additional attendee(s). The MPCSC Chair shall bring the matter before the MPCSC officers for a decision. 

5. Each company has only one voting member, as determined and approved by the Company.




C. Membership Application Process 
1. Each prospective member shall submit to the Chair of the MPCSC their desire to become an MPCSC member. The submitted information will contain a brief description of the Company, it’s small business program objectives, predominant NAICs code(s) associated with work they would be performing under, business size, and contact information for the primary and alternate POCs.   A form to be used for this purpose is posted on the MPCSC website.

2. The Chair will forward the form to the Membership Committee and the MSFC MPCSC technical advisor who will review the request and determine if the company meets the guidelines as set forth in this document. 

3. If the company is found to warrant membership, the Committee will bring the matter before the MPCSC, for discussion and subsequent majority vote (as per the by-laws of the MPCSC)  on the acceptance of the application by the general body. 

4. Upon acceptance or denial by the MPCSC, the MPCSC Chair will notify the company of the outcome of the vote. If the application is denied, reasons for the denial will be described. The action of the MPCSC is final.




D. Review of Membership 
1. The membership committee will meet once a year to review company and member status to ensure they meet the criteria for membership or representation, respectively.

2. Should a company or member no longer meet the criteria of membership, the Committee will bring the matter before the MPCSC at their next scheduled bi-annual meeting for discussion and subsequent vote on their termination of membership.

3. If a member company does not send a representative to an MPCSC meeting within a two year period, then that company will be considered as not interested in the council and will be dropped from membership unless otherwise notified.
